Al Asfoor explained that 7 mosques were completely rebuilt and waiting
for the water and electricity services. 6 of them including Imam Al Jawad
Mosque, Al Imam Al-Hadi Grand Mosque, Al Imam Al Baqer Mosque,
Imam Sadiq Mosque, Salman Al Faresi Mosque and Sheikh Yousif Mosque
are all located in Nuwaidrat village, while the last one which is Al Wateyya
Shrine is located in Mahooz.

With regard to the mosques, which are still under construction, the Chair-
man of the Jaffaria Waqf Board explained that the Ministry of Justice and
Islamic Affairs reported that building four mosques has already started
including Shaikh Mohammed Al Barbagi Mosque in A’ali, which is 90%
completed, as well as Fedak Al Zahraa Mosque in Hamad Town, which is
90% completed, while Al-Askari Mosque in Hamad Town is 85% com-
pleted. As to Al Wateyya Mosque in Maqaba, it is 10% completed and its
rebuilding is in full swing, and is expected to be completed by the end of
this month according to the report of Engineering and Projects Depart-
ment at the Ministry of Justice.

As for other mosques, the Ministry has reported that it is about to complete
preparing a study of its construction project, like Imam Sadiq Mosque
in Salmabad which was built by people of the area in the center of the
roundabout (as the Ministry stated that it is studying the new location of
the mosque instead of its old location in Salmabad), as well as Fatima Al
Zahraa Mosque in Zayed Town. As for Abou Thir Al Ghiffari Mosque in
Nuwaidrat, the Jaffaria Waqf explained that it is waiting for directions to
reallocate the site in order to begin the implementation.
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building constructed by people of the area in the center of the roundabout
where it is difficult to reach it because of the surrounding traffic.

As for Abou Thir Al Ghiffari Mosque in Nuwaidrat village, the Jaffaria
Wagqf Chairman explained that the Ministry said that it is waiting for di-
rections to reallocate the site, because of some administrative and legal
updates, in order to begin the implementation.

Al Asfoor pointed out that some mosques included within the BICI re-
port were constructed by the residents such as: Imam Al Jawad Mosque,
Al Imam Al-Hadi Grand Mosque, Al Imam Al Bager Mosque, Salman Al
Faresi Mosque, Sheikh Yousif Mosque, Imam Sadiq Mosque in Nuwaid-
rat, Imam Hussein Mosque in Salmabad. He said that JWD will ensure
that they are matching the technical and engineering standards to ensure
the safety of worshippers. In case of violations, the directorate will issue
a recommendation to reconstruct the buildings as per the ministry’s plan,
he added.

Al Asfoor stated that the Jaffaria Waqf Directorate communicates with
various community institutions and people in order to speed up the build-
ing of mosques, and the directorate had received the people’s suggestions
regarding the needs of some mosques (already built or building them al-
ready started), and the Jaffaria Waqf submitted those suggestions to the
official bodies which responded to the majority of them suggestions, in-
cluding rectifying the status of illegal mosques and adding extensions to
the upper floors to solve the problem of worshippers’ alignment in rows.

January 12, 2015
In cooperation with the Ministry of Justice, Islamic Affairs and Waqf, the
Jaffaria Waqf Directorate issued the second detailed report, explaining

the process of re-establishing 30 mosques included within the BICI report
coincided with the start of the New Year 2015.

In this regard, the Chairman of the Jaffaria Waqf Board, Shaikh Mohsin
Al Asfoor stated that a total of 23 mosques were completely rebuilt, while
7 mosques remained, four of them were almost completed and the other
three are under study to rebuild them within the current year.

He explained that: “these mosques were demolished during the 2011 un-
rest, and the directorate is working in full swing to close this file and assist
in overcoming the negative effects of the crisis that reflected on the coun-
try”.

Al Asfoor explained that the directorate is keen to follow up the file of re-
building of mosques and keeping the community updated about it, adding
that the directorate had made an integrated report in cooperation with the
Ministry of Justice, Islamic Affairs and Waqf, which includes in details
what has been achieved until the end of 2014, stating that 23 mosques were
completed in 2013 and 2014 (20 mosques in 2014) and (3 mosques in 2013)
according to the reports of Engineering and Projects Department at the
Ministry of Justice.

Alrasool Alaatham Mosque in Karzakkan was opened in 2014, while three
mosques including Imam Ali Mosque in Salmabad, Imam Ali Mosque in
Sadad and Um Al Baneen Mosque in Hamad Town were opened in 2013.
Al Asfoor said that the directorate put a plan in coordination with the Min-
istry of Justice, Islamic Affairs and Waqf to open 11 completed mosques
which the services are already connected to them, 6 of them in Hamad Town
including Al Imam Al-Hadi Grand Mosque, Imam Al Jawad Mosque, Imam
Al Sajjad Mosque, Al Bagei Mosque, Abu Talib Mosque, Salman Al Mo-
hamadi Mosque, in addition to Al A’abed Mosque in Sitra, Al Kouweike-



to finalize all the projects included in BICI report, noting that ten proj-
ects have already been approved and implemented following the redress
of the sites» legal status, and thirteen other houses of worship are currently
under construction. He asserted that the seven remaining projects have
already been put out to tender and the construction work will start in No-
vember, 2013.

January 19, 2014

Bahrain Deputy Premier and Chairman of the Ministerial Committee
(concerned with the mosques), Sheikh Khalid bin Abdulla Al Khalifa met
the Chairman of the Jaffaria Waqf Board, Shaikh Mohsin Al Asfoor to
discuss a number of issues, including the re-building of mosques that have
been addressed in the BICI report.

The Jaffaria Waqf Chairman explained that: “in this context, the Jaffar-
ia Waqf thanked H.E Sheikh Khalid for his eagerness to follow up the
progress of the construction of mosques and to overcome all the obstacles.
The Jaffaria Wagqf transferred the demands of people of the areas where
those mosques are located, and he expressed his willingness to meet those
demands, including adding facilities to the mosques and some engineer-
ing modifications where he directed to implement them. H.E also declared
the government’s readiness to allocate an additional budget to ensure the
completion within the prescribed time limit”.

June 21, 2014

In cooperation with the Jaffaria Waqf Directorate, the Ministry of Justice,
Islamic Affairs and Waqf issued the first monthly report on the progress
achieved in the reconstruction of thirty mosques that were demolished

during the 2011 unrest and were included within the BICI report.

In line with the directorate’s transparency approach in dealing with the
issue of the re-building of mosques and keeping the community updated
about that issue, the directorate will publish a monthly report in the local
newspapers to inform the public about the completion of rebuilding of
mosques until the reconstruction is completed. The first report, which is
made until the end of May 2014, includes detailed information on mosques,
the construction starting and completing dates, and the level of progress
with pictures.

Al Asfoor confirmed that three mosques including Imam Ali Mosque in
Salmabad, Imam Ali Mosque in Sadad and Um Al Baneen Mosque in Ha-
mad Town, were rebuilt recently, while waiting to connect electricity and
water services to Alrasool Alaatham Mosque in Karzakkan. Al Wateyya
Shrine in Mahooz village was also reconstructed.

He pointed out that the rebuilding of the following mosques was already
started: Al Imam Al-Hadi Grand Mosque, Imam Al Jawad Mosque, Imam
Al Sajjad Mosque, Al Bagei Mosque, Abu Talib Mosque, Al-Askari
Mosque, Salman Al Mohamadi Mosque, Fedak Al Zahraa Mosque and all
of them are located in Hamad Town, in addition to Al A’abed Mosque, Al
Kouweikebat Mosque, Ain Rastan Mosque, Barbagi Mosque, Al Douweira
Mosque and Mo’men Mosque.

With regard to Al Wateyya Mosque in Magqaba village, the Ministry of
Justice and Islamic Affairs has reported that it is about to complete pre-
paring a study of its construction project, as well as Fatima Al Zahraa
Mosque in Zayed Town. However, the ministry stated that it is studying
the new location to replace Imam Sadiq Mosque instead of its old location
in Salmabad, and the construction will start later after removing the old



status as a nation of tolerance and coexistence.

June 25, 2013

His Majesty King Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa, King of Bahrain had given
orders to the competent authorities represented by Sheikh Khalid bin Ali
Al Khalifa, Minister of Justice, Islamic Affairs and Waqf, where the min-
istry coordinated with the concerned authorities to rebuild a number of
mosques which some of them were rebuilt such as: Imam Ali Mosque in
Zayed Town, Imam Ali Mosque in Sadad, as well as Alrasool Alaatham
and Um Albaneen Mosques in Hamad town.

In coordination with the Ministry of Justice, Islamic Affairs and Waq(f,
Shaikh Ibrahim Mosque in Karbabad was received and the Jaffar-
ia Waqf Directorate was also informed about the great efforts made by
the Ministry of Justice in implementing the recommendations of the
National Commission to rebuild the mosques included within its agen-
da for the current year (2013), and the following year (2014), includ-
ing a number of mosques located in Hamad Town such as: Al Imam
Al-Hadi Grand Mosque and Matam, Imam Al Jawad Mosque, Imam
Al Sajjad Mosque, Abu Talib and Al Baqi Mosques, in addition to Imam
Sadiq Mosque located in Salmabad village.

November 4, 2013

In line with Royal Directives from His Majesty King Hamad bin Isa Al
Khalifa, the Chairman of the Jaffaria Waqf Board, Shaikh Mohsin Al As-
foor disclosed that the file of building the mosques, included within the
BICI report, became under the JWD responsibility, and the schedules to
build them were announced in line with the directorate>s transparency ap-

proach in dealing with the issue of the re-building of the houses of worship.
Al Asfoor pointed out that the file of re-building of houses of worship was
resolved by the state as the wise leadership is paying great attention to this
issue, and it is a top priority in the work program of the Jaffaria Waqf
which seeks to cooperate with all concerned sides to complete the work
perfectly.

Al Asfoor added: «we are working to resolve this file, which was introduced
in details since the first meeting of the new Waqf Board, in a civilized man-
ner that preserves the sanctity of those mosques in order to continue the
nation-building march in which all take part for the sake of preserving the
kingdom»s position as a role model of peaceful co-existence, sectarian rap-
prochement and harmony and religious tolerance».

Al Asfoor disclosed that a signboard will be put for all sites under the name
of the Jaffaria Waqf. This signboard will include the mosque>s name, con-
struction starting date, completion date and the contractor>s name. The
Wagqf directorate will visit all mosques and a special team will be formed
to oversee the progress of construction process.

He pointed out that the Government of Bahrain had allocated a total of
BD. 3.389.840 to complete the rebuilding of these houses of worship, as
required by the Royal instructions, noting that the budget is independent
and will not affect the building of other houses of worship projects across
the kingdom.

JWD Chairman explained that the Ministerial Committee for Services
and Infrastructure, led by Deputy Premier Sheikh Khalid bin Abdulla Al
Khalifa, had coordinated with the concerned sides, including the minis-
tries of Municipalities Affairs and Urban Planning, Works and Housing,
as well as the Survey and Land Registration Bureau, to develop a schedule



ommendations of the BICI report), Ali Al-Saleh confirmed that the Na-
tional Commission through its first meeting had already begun to take
serious steps to implement recommendation No. 1723 contained in the
BICI report and concerning the rebuilding of religious structures, as the
National Commission gave priority to this recommendation.

Al-Saleh pointed out that the National Commission with the agreement
of its members had decided to assign him to follow up the implementa-
tion of this reccommendation with competent authorities, and follow-up the
rebuilding of some religious structures by the government in accordance
with administrative regulations and at its own expense.

January 12, 2012

In the framework of joint cooperation and coordination between the Jaf-
faria Waqf Board and the National Commission (assigned to implement
the recommendations of the BICI report), and the quick response by the
Ministry of Justice, Islamic Affairs and Wagqf, it has been agreed to pro-
ceed with building five mosques that were approved within the recom-
mendations of the BICI in accordance with the completion of their pro-
cedures and legal documents, and which will be built within the budget of
the Ministry of Justice and Islamic Affairs, in addition to fencing seven
other mosques by the Jaffaria Waqf after arranging with contractors, and
rectifying the status of illegal ones that were demolished during the 2011
unrest.

As the Jaffaria Waqf Board is keen to inform the community on all the
steps taken for the reconstruction of these mosques, the executive man-
agement had prepared an integrated detailed study of all the demolished
mosques, as well as reviewing their technical and legal documents under

the standards in this regard and submitting them to the Chairman of the
National Commission (assigned to implement the recommendations of the
BICI report).

The mosques have been classified into five categories according to their
technical and legal status as follows:

1. Mosques to be built under the recommendations of the Commission of
Inquiry (five mosques).

2. Demolished mosques, which are ready for building technically and le-
gally (seven mosques).

3. Mosques require the completion of their technical and legal procedures
(seven mosques).

4. Demolished mosques which are not registered yet at the Directorate of
Land Registration and need an official Title Deed (nine mosques).

5. Demolished mosques which need to be purchased from their owners in
order to be registered under the Jaffaria Waqf and issue Title Deeds for
them (six mosques).

The schedule of rebuilding the demolished mosques, which are ready for
building technically and legally, was submitted to the National Commis-
sion and to the Ministry of Justice and Islamic Affairs as an urgent plan
according to their priorities.

May 14, 2013

His Royal Highness Prince Salman bin Hamad Al-Khalifa, Deputy King,
Crown Prince directed the Ministry of Justice, Islamic Affairs and Waqf
to speed up the implementation of the recommendations of the BICI
(Bassiouni’s recommendations), especially the important role of the Min-
istry regarding the rebuilding of mosques, in order to maintain Bahrain’s



June 28, 2011

The Bahrain Independent Commission of Inquiry (BICI) was established
on 29" June 2011 in the Kingdom of Bahrain pursuant to Royal Order No.
28 by His Majesty King Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa. The Commission was
tasked with investigating and reporting on the events that took place in
Bahrain from February 2011, and the consequences of those events.

The Commission had visited 38 mosques in addition to a number of Matams
and property, belonging to the Jaffaria Waqf, which were demolished dur-
ing the 2011 unrest. The Commission listened to some witnesses and the
managers of those mosques, as well as deriving some information from the
residents and witnesses to complete the documentation procedures.

August, 2011

In a meeting with the investigators of Commission of Inquiry (BICI), the
Jaffaria Waqf Board initiates to prepare an integrated file includes all legal
documents and building permits granted for each mosque, and all official
correspondence between the government and the Jaffaria Waqf Boards
over the past years, in order to reconstruct, update the urban planning
and rectifying the status of illegal ones.

A Ministerial Committee headed by HE Sheikh Khalid bin Abdulla Al
Khalifa, the Deputy Prime Minister, worked to overcome the obstacles and
to prioritize the implementation of the project, and the Waqf Board, in ad-

dition to working with the Ministerial Committee, had coordinated with
a number of scholars, judges, municipal councils and heads of areas and
villages.

As a result, their efforts contributed in completing the procedures of re-
constructing all mosques, and preparation for tendering and issuing Title
Deeds.

November 23, 2011

In its final report released on November 23,2011 and submitted to His Maj-
esty the King, BICI recommended to rebuild the demolished or removed
mosques which are included within the report. Accordingly, His Majesty
the King announced that the Government of Bahrain, under administra-
tive decisions, will build places of worship at its own expense instead of the
places that had been demolished.

November 26, 2011

His Majesty King Hamad Bin Isa Al Khalifa issued a Royal Order on No-
vember 26, 2011 to establish a national commission to follow up and imple-
ment the recommendations of the Bahraini Independent Commission of
Inquiry.

This National Commission is to be established based upon Paragraph 1715
of the BICI report, and to be chaired by HE Ali bin Saleh Al-Saleh, Chair-
man of Shura Council, while the members will be from the public sector
and from political and social societies.

December 8, 2011

The Chairman of the National Commission (assigned to follow-up the rec-

private bodies.

We have communicated with all the relevant authorities to follow
up the completion of this file in a civilized way so that these mosques
begintheir religious mission.

The completion of this file will enhance the spirit of love, intimacy
and cohesion among the Bahraini society, and gives hope to pro-
mote national cohesion and move towards a brighter future,and
will document the desire and concern of all the parties to overcome
the negative effects of the crisis that reflected on the country.
